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I wish to draw your attention to the case of the above named 18 year old Syrian boy and his father, Ahmad, who arrived in the UK seeking asylum in June 2015 and is at Manchester College studying English Language. Both Faisal and Ahmad are facing deportation to Hungary where they were forced to claim asylum under duress. 
The current state of affairs in Hungary is one of persistent human rights abuses. The actions of the Hungarian government and officials have been challenged by the Council of Europe, the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees and the Office for Democratic Institutions and Human Rights for their 'policies and practices that promote intolerance and hatred'. The Council of Europe Comissioner for Human Rights, Nils Muižnieks, has stated that 'asylum seekers returned to Hungary run a considerable risk of being subject to human rights violations.' Muižnieks also observed and submitted to the EU Court of Human Rights that 'a considerable proportion of those returned to Hungary under the Dublin III Regulation were detained in asylum detention centres - where a restrictive detention regime applies - without real access to effective remedies against such detention.'. This falls within the definition of ‘inhumane or degrading treatment’ under Article 4 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union. 
Furthermore, under the Dublin III regulation, Article 3.2, it is stated that if there are ‘substantial grounds for believing that there are systemic flaws in the asylum procedure and in the reception conditions for applicants in that Member State’, you are not permitted under international law to deport asylum seekers to Hungary under these conditions. It is therefore your legal imperative to grant Faisal and Ahmad asylum in the UK.        
The only other option currently available to Faisal and Ahmad is to return to Syria, a country torn apart by civil war.  If returned, Faisal’s conscription into the army would mean confronting the horror of the choice, kill or be killed, in a war he does not wish to fight.  
I would urge you and your officials to review this young man and Ahmad’s case immediately, and to conclude that they are entitled to asylum in the United Kingdom.
